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The Seychelles is an archipelago of 115 small islands and lies 4 degrees
South of the Equator. Life in the Seychelles is very relaxed. During the day
you can take part in one of the many excursions and boat trips to nearby
Islands.

Mahe is spectacular with its huge
mountains and lush tropical vegetation rising to 905 metres. Hiring a car
is the best way to explore this island at your own pace.
